alterations to the front elevation including the removal

of existing canopy structures and the creation of a new
main entrance; creation of a dedicated servicing entrance;
extensions and alterations at the rear of Nos. 31-33 and

36 and main roof level to Nos. 28-30, 32 and 35-38; and
extensions at the rear of Nos. 37-40.

with senior stakeholders and comprehensive public
engagement was a fundamental part of the scheme’s
evolution, with quality of design of paramount importance.
